Protocol for Lock-outs in Birck Nanotechnology Center


If you are a BNC Resident and are locked out of your office after hours, please follow these steps:

1. Ensure that you don’t have an office mate in the facility that can let you in.
2. Look for a BNC staff member in the building. Be sure to check the Mail Room, BRK 1220, and the staff office, BRK 2287.
3. Contact Purdue Police. They have authorization to unlock your office door. They will require an ID to verify your name and compare it to the list of office occupants posted.
PLEASE NOTE: Only access to your office is allowed. You may not gain access to a laboratory through this method.

Building services does not have after-hours access to the building, so please do not call them for a lock-out.

All police and fire department personnel have access to Birck with their Purdue ID’s.
