Request for Proposals

Seed Grants Supported by the NRI MIND Program

Description:  As part of the phase-I grant under the NRI-funded MIND program, Purdue received $215,000 to fund seed grants for nanoelectronics.  These funds must be expended by June 30, 2011.  Grant funds will be distributed based on short proposals submitted under this RFP.  Seed grant proposals that require the use of BNC recharge facilities may submit an attached MIND recharge grant proposal to cover these costs (see next page).

Purpose:  To facilitate development or advancement of concepts, techniques, or devices that have a high probability of attracting NRI funding in the future.

Eligibility:  Only faculty who have current funding from an NRI agency may act as P.I., but other faculty may be included as co-P.I.s.

Award Amount:  Seed grants under this program will be limited to $45,000, to be expended in a period of 12 months.  F&A does not have to be budgeted in this amount.  Attached recharge center grants are limited to $15,000 for 12 months.

Guidelines:  Proposals should fall within the general scope of the NRI initiative, and may be either experimental or theoretical (computational) in nature.  Linkages between theory and experiment are encouraged, where appropriate.  Linkages can also be made between two or more different proposals, if appropriate.  Since these funds do not incur F&A, they should not be used to purchase equipment.

Proposals that use BNC recharge facilities may include an attached MIND recharge grant proposal (see next page).  The attached recharge grant proposal will be reviewed as part of the seed grant proposal, and will be automatically funded if the seed grant proposal is funded.  The combination seed grant and recharge grant will be limited to $60,000.
Format:  Seed grant proposals are limited to a maximum of three pages (not including an attached recharge grant proposal, if applicable), and must include the following elements:

1.  A brief summary of the proposed research.

2.  A list of participants and their roles.

3.  A statement describing the novel aspects of the proposed research.

4.  A statement indicating the scientific merit or practical impact of the work.

5.  A statement describing how the proposal might lead to future external funding.

6.  A cost proposal for the period July 1, 2010 through June 30, 2011.

Recharge Grants Supported by the NRI MIND Program

Description:  As part of the phase-II grant under the NRI-funded MIND program, Purdue received $150,000 to fund recharge grants for nanoelectronics.  These funds must be expended by June 30, 2011.  Funds will be distributed based on short proposals submitted under this RFP.

Purpose:  To facilitate development or advancement of concepts, techniques, processes, or devices in the general area of interest to the NRI initiative (e.g. nanoelectronics) that have a high probability of attracting future funding.

Eligibility:  Since the goal is to facilitate research that may lead to future funding, proposers do not need to have current funding from NRI.

Award Amount:  Recharge grants under this program will be limited to a maximum of $15,000, to be expended by June 30, 2011.  F&A does not have to be budgeted in this amount. 

Guidelines:  Proposals should fall within the general focus area of the NRI initiative, e.g. nanoelectronics.  Selection will be based on novelty, likelihood of success, and the potential to attract future funding.  Faculty may submit multiple proposals, if desired.

Format:  Recharge grant proposals are limited to a maximum of one page, and should include the following elements:

1.  A brief summary of the proposed research, including participants.

2.  A statement describing how the proposal might lead to future external funding.

3.  A brief cost proposal (one or two sentences) for expenditures through June 30, 2011.

Submission:  Proposals should be submitted to Dr. Monica Allain, Managing Director, BNC.  Proposals will be accepted immediately, and awards made until funds are expended.  Questions regarding this process can be addressed to Prof. James Cooper, BNC Interim Director.
