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ChE Excellence in Safety Awards

Purpose: To express appreciation and reward the safety conscientious graduate students in the Davidson School of Chemical Engineering, who contribute to the maintenance and continuous improvement of a strong safety culture within our School community.
Frequency: One award per year
Amount: $500 per award, plus a plaque
Criteria for Award:
· New or innovative methods in safety implementation
· Demonstrated improvement in safety 
· Leads by example and excellent safety practice
· Consistent safety performance over time
· Actively contributes to the  strengthening and improvement of  the safety culture in our School
Eligibility: Any ChE graduate student who completed one year of Graduate Studies in our School at the nomination deadline is eligible for the award. Award recipients are ineligible to be nominated again for this award. 
Nomination Process: Any ChE faculty member, staff, graduate or undergraduate student performing research can nominate any ChE eligible graduate student. A nominator can support only one candidate. Nominations (please use the dedicated nomination form) will be submitted via email to the ChE Safety Committee Chair (currently Dr. Gabriela Nagy, email: nagyg@purdue.edu). Nominations should not exceed 250 words and should include specific examples. A template is attached for your guidance. 
Due Date for Nominations: May 10, 2021. The award will be presented during the Graduate Research Symposium in August 2021.
