The ten students from the Senior Division will be competing at the state level for the opportunity to represent Indiana at the International Science and Engineering Fair (ISEF) in Phoenix, Arizona, May 8-13, 2016.  ISEF students representing Indiana and representative Indiana teachers will have travel, housing and all other expenses paid by SEFI (Science Education Foundation of Indiana) to attend this international competition.  

Special awards provided by local, state and national corporations and organizations will also be awarded in each division.
