· EWB-EPICS Meetings:
· Members: Past board, project team, travel team, dedicated general members
· Must show at least 1 semester dedication in the general meetings to join the EPICs Team
· Responsibilities: Leading the design team and general members towards the successful design and implementation of our project.
· Closed Registration:
· Take for 1 or 2 credits

· General Meetings:
· Members: EWB-EPICS team members, previous members, and new members
· Anyone can join!
· Responsibilities: Supporting and assisting with the successful design and implementation of our project; running fundraisers and networking events, and performing assessments for future projects with the community.

When are the EWB-EPICS meetings; what is the time commitment?
· EWB-EPICS Meetings: Wednesdays, 6-8 PM
· Lectures:
· 1 credit hour: Required attendance to at least 5 lectures
· 2 credit hours: Required attendance to at least 10 lectures
· Design Team Meetings:
· Typically last between 1-2 hours
***Participation required in at least 1 Design Team after joining EWB-EPICS***
