	- Our current design is a lower reservoir at the Tree Spring to collect water. Water is then stored in the lower reservoir until it is pumped up to the upper reservoir. The Upper reservoir holds the water pumped up from the lower reservoir until it can be added to the existing system. The Tree Spring system and the existing system will be connected via a one way valve that will allow the Tree Spring water to flow into the existing system.
